It’s the Strawberry tree caterpillar! The largest European butterfly’s caterpillar. It
feeds exclusively on leaves of this Mediterranean shrub and is so well adapted
that it is almost impossible to see it!

(Populus sp.).

Rockrose leaves resemble the leaves of poplars
(Populus sp.)

Também muito comum, o sargaco tem as
folhas arredondadas e mais curtas.
